LOCATION: South Davis Recreation Center, 550 North 200 West, Bountiful, Utah. This is approximately 10 miles north of Salt Lake City.  The ice surface is enclosed and is 200' X 100' with slightly rounded corners.  A snack bar will be open during competition.

COMPETITION EVENTS: Well-Balanced Freeskate Program Track, “New” Competitive Test Track, Basic Skills Freeskate, Special Olympics, Artistic and Showcase (Artistic Light).
TEST SESSION: A test session will be held Sunday, July 13, 2008, the day after the competitive events.
SANCTION: COPPER CUP 2008 is sanctioned by U.S. Figure Skating.  The competition will be conducted according to the rules of U.S. Figure Skating as shown in the 2008 Rulebook, except as otherwise stated in this announcement.

QUALIFICATIONS: Test qualifications will be effective as of the closing of entries May 3, 2008.  The skater may skate one level above his or her current level.  ALL PREVIOUS FIRST PLACE WINNERS IN COPPER CUP MUST SKATE ONE LEVEL HIGHER REGARDLESS OF TEST LEVEL STATUS, EXCEPT FOR JUVENILE, INTERMEDIATE, NOVICE, JUNIOR, SENIOR & ADULT EVENTS.

ENTRY FEES: Short & Freeskating programs will be judged as combined events. All other events will be judged as individual events.  The Freeskating events are considered to be the first event.

MUSIC: All competitors must provide their own music on cassettes or CD’s (No CD-RW’s), one event only per cassette or CD. The cassette/CD must be plainly marked with name, event, and the side to be played.  Please bring two copies of each music cassette/CD.   Music should be turned in at the registration table one hour before the event to be skated and picked up following the event.  Utah FSC will not be responsible for any music not picked up by the skater.

OFFICIAL NOTICES: An official bulletin board will be maintained in the lobby area of the arena and shall be considered to be sufficient notice to competitors.  Skaters should check with the registration desk in the arena one hour before the event is scheduled to begin.  Check bulletin board for changes.  The referee may begin the competition events up to 30 minutes early. 

SCHEDULED EVENTS: Two entries in a category will constitute a scheduled event. Groups may be divided or combined at the discretion of the referee.  Skating order will be posted at the first official practice ice.  The names of other competitors and the actual group in which each is skating will not be posted until the first official practice.   This information will not be available by telephone.

ADMISSION: There is no admission charge to any of the events.

JUDGING: The closed system of judging will be used for all events. The IJS system will be used to judge all Well-Balanced Freeskate Program track events in the Juvenile/Open Juvenile through Senior levels. The 6.0 system will be used for all Basic Skills, Artistic, Showcase, Adult and No-Test through Pre-Juvenile levels in the Well-Balanced Freeskate Program track and in the Limited Beginner through Senior levels in the Competitive Test track. 

REFEREE: The decision of the referee on all matters will be final.  The referee, along with the competition co-chairs, shall have the right to exclude any person whose behavior is unruly or unsportsmanlike.  All events basic skills – pre-juvenile will be split based on number of entries.

AWARDS: Awards will be presented immediately following the posting of the results for each event.  Medals will be given for first through fourth places in each event.  All Basic Skills competitors who do not place will be given participation awards.

COPPER CUP JUVENILE MOST INSPIRATIONAL AWARD: This award is presented to the skater who, in the opinion of the judges, for the Juvenile Freeskating Events demonstrated competitive spirit, sportsmanship, and exuberance.

IDA TATEOKA INTERMEDIATE BEST PERFORMANCE AWARD: This award is presented to the skater who, in the opinion of the judges, for the Intermediate Freeskating Events gave the best performance.

PHOTOGRAPHS: Group award photos of the top four skaters in each event will be taken and will be available for purchase. Also, group photos will be taken of all basic skills events and will be available for purchase.  Individual skater photographs may also be purchased if desired.  No personal flash photography will be allowed during events in the ice arena.

VIDEOS: Videos will be available for purchase during the competition.  In accordance with U.S. Figure Skating guidelines, NO unauthorized taping of skaters other than your own is allowed.

ACCOMMODATIONS:  The following hotels are about 4 miles from the South Davis Recreation Center.   Restaurants are nearby.  There are many other fine hotels in the Salt Lake City area.  Driving time from Salt Lake City to Bountiful is approximately 20 minutes, except between 4:00 p.m. and 6:30 p.m.  At that time driving time may be 45 minutes. BASIC SKILLS FREE SKATE DIVISION

ALL EVENTS ARE OPEN TO SKATERS OF ALL AGES.  Where entries permit, groups will be divided by gender and age.  Adults are welcome and are strongly encouraged to participate. All events are well-balanced free skate program events. Basic Skills division Snowplow Sam – Basic 8 level free skate programs may be skated to instrumental or vocal music and will be 1:00 minute in duration (+/- 10 seconds). All levels will be performed on full ice.

COMPETITORS MUST NOT HAVE PASSED ANY U.S. FIGURE SKATING TEST.  COMPETITORS WHO COMPETED IN ANY COMPETITION OTHER THAN BASIC SKILLS DIVISIONS MAY NOT COMPETE IN ANY OF THE BASIC SKILLS LEVELS.

Skaters are required and restricted to competing at their current basic skills level or equivalent, or no higher than one level above current level. They may not enter at both levels. Skaters taking private lessons must be tested by their instructor to determine the level at which they are capable of competing.  Skaters who are private lesson students who have passed any basic skills levels must compete at the highest level passed or above. 

Elements from a previous level are permitted however, elements from a higher level are prohibited and a .2 deduction will be taken for each element preformed from the higher level. Each program must contain the following required elements to be skated in any order (taken from the U.S. Figure Skating Basic Skills handbook).

NO-TEST FREESKATING:  Program Duration: 1 Minute 30 Seconds (+/- 10 Seconds)

Open to skaters who have not passed the U.S. Figure Skating Preliminary Freeskating Test. Program in accordance with 3720 in the 2008 Rulebook. Program may NOT include axel.  Double jumps or double jump combinations are prohibited.

PRE‑PRELIMINARY FREESKATING:  Program Duration: 1 Minute 30 Seconds (+/- 10 Seconds)

Open to skaters who have not passed the U.S. Figure Skating Preliminary Freeskating Test. Program in accordance with 3710 in the 2008 Rulebook. Program may include axel. Double jumps or double jump combinations are prohibited.

PRELIMINARY FREESKATING:  Program Duration:  1 Minute 30 Seconds (+/- 10 Seconds)

Open to skaters who have passed the U.S. Figure Skating Pre‑Preliminary Freeskating test, but not the U.S. Figure Skating Pre‑Juvenile Freeskating test. Program in accordance with 3700 in the 2008 Rulebook. Program may include an axel and up to two different double jumps. Double Jumps may be repeated in jump sequence or jump combination. Double axel is prohibited. 
PRE‑JUVENILE FREESKATING:  Open to skaters 12 years of age or under at close of entries.

OPEN PRE‑JUVENILE FREESKATING:  Open to skaters 13 years of age or older at the close of entries.


FOR EITHER EVENT:  Program Duration:  2 Minutes (+/- 10 Seconds)

Skaters must have passed the U.S. Figure Skating Preliminary Freeskating Test, but not the U.S. Figure Skating Juvenile Freeskating Test. Program in accordance with 3690 in the 2008 Rulebook. Program may include an axel, and up to four different double jumps.  Double jumps may be repeated in jump sequence or jump combination.

JUVENILE FREESKATING: Open to skaters 12 years of age or under at close of entries.

OPEN JUVENILE FREESKATING: Open to skaters 13 years of age or older at the close of entries.


FOR EITHER EVENT:  Program Duration:  2 Minutes 15 Seconds (+/- 10 Seconds)

Skaters must have passed the U.S. Figure Skating Pre‑Juvenile Freeskating Test, but not the U.S. Figure Skating Intermediate Freeskating Test.  Program in accordance with 3680 in the 2008 Rulebook .

**SHORT PROGRAMS – USE 2007/2008 REQUIREMENTS 3640-3671 in the 2008 RULEBOOK**
INTERMEDIATE FREESKATING:

Short program maximum duration: 2 minutes.   Freeskating program duration: 2 minutes 30 seconds (+/- 10 Seconds).
  Open to skaters who have passed the U.S. Figure Skating Juvenile Freeskating Test, but not the U.S. Figure Skating  Novice Freeskating Test. Freeskating program in accordance with 3672 in the 2008 Rulebook..

NOVICE FREESKATING:

Short program maximum duration: 2 minutes 30 seconds.  Freeskating program duration: 3 minutes for ladies and 3 minutes 30 seconds for men (+/- 10 Seconds).  Open to skaters who have passed the U.S. Figure Skating Intermediate Freeskating Test, but not the U.S. Figure Skating Junior Freeskating Test.  Freeskating program in accordance with 3663 in the 2008 Rulebook.

JUNIOR FREESKATING:

Short program maximum duration: 2 minutes 50 seconds.  Freeskating program duration: 3 minutes 30 seconds for ladies and 4 minutes for men (+/- 10 Seconds).   Open to skaters who have passed the U.S. Figure Skating Novice Freeskating Test, but not the U.S. Figure Skating Senior Freeskating Test. Freeskating program in accordance with 3653 the 2008 Rulebook.
SENIOR FREESKATING:

Short program maximum duration: 2 minutes 50 seconds.  Freeskating program duration: 4 minutes for ladies and 4 minutes 30 seconds for men (+/- 10 Seconds).  Open to skaters who have passed the U.S. Figure Skating Junior Freeskating Test or the Senior Freeskating Test. Freeskating program in accordance with 3643 the 2008 Rulebook.
ADULT FREESKATING

In the case of a single entry in any group, events may be combined. The combined group will freeskate the items from the lower group. Men and women will be separated. Minimum age: 21 years old. Please note that +/- 10 Second time allowances DO NOT apply to Adult Events.

YOUNG ADULT BRONZE FREESKATING: Open to skaters ages 16 ‑ 20 as of close of entries who have passed no higher than the U.S. Figure Skating Preliminary Freeskating test. Program in accordance with 3800 in the 2008 Rulebook. NO axel or multi‑revolution jumps allowed.  Freeskating program maximum duration: 1 minute 50 seconds.

ADULT BRONZE FREESKATING: Open to skaters 21 years and older as of close of entries who have passed no higher than the U.S. Figure Skating Adult Bronze Freeskating Test or the Preliminary Freeskating Test. YOUNG ADULT SILVER FREESKATING: Open to skaters ages 16 ‑ 20 as of close of entries who have passed no higher than the U.S. Figure Skating Juvenile Freeskating Test. Program in accordance with 3790 in the 2008 Rulebook . Freeskating program maximum duration: 2 minutes 10 seconds.

ADULT SILVER FREESKATING: Open to skaters 21 years and older as of close of entries who have passed at least the U.S. Figure Skating Adult Bronze Freeskating Test, but no higher than the U.S. Figure Skating Juvenile or the Adult Gold Freeskating Test. Program in accordance with 3790 in the 2008 Rulebook . Freeskating program maximum duration: 2 minutes 10 seconds.

YOUNG ADULT GOLD FREESKATING: Open to skaters ages 16 ‑ 20 as of close of entries who have passed no higher than the U.S. Figure Skating Intermediate Freeskating Test. Program in accordance with 3780 in the 2008 Rulebook . Freeskating program maximum duration: 2 minutes 40 seconds.

ADULT GOLD FREESKATING: Open to skaters 21 years and older as of close of entries who have passed at least the U.S. Figure Skating Adult Silver Freeskating Test, but no higher than the U.S. Figure Skating Intermediate Freeskating Test. Program in accordance with 3780 in the 2008 Rulebook . Freeskating program maximum duration: 2 minutes 40 seconds.

Interpretation, style, composition and entertainment appeal shall be factors in determining the mark given, and difficulty of jumps will be given no weight in the marks.   Costumes can be appropriate to the theme of the music.  Any props must be carried on and off the ice in one trip by the skater. At the discretion of the referee, groups may be combined and/or divided. Boys and girls may be grouped together.  Program Duration for Basic Skills (Snowplow – Basic 8) 1 Minute (+/- 10 Seconds), Special Olympics shall not exceed 1Minute 30 Seconds, No‑Test, Limited Beginner through Pre-Juvenile and Adult shall not exceed 1 Minute 40 Seconds; Juvenile through Novice shall not exceed 2 Minutes 10 Seconds, Junior and Senior shall not exceed 2 Minutes 40 Seconds.
